
1. Go to Google Maps by clicking on the  ñMapsò link in the upper left hand corner of the Google 

home page.  See the link circled in the picture below. 

2. Enter the address in the search bar.  See the search bar circled in the picture below.  Pressing the 

ñSearch Mapsò button will bring up the area that has the parcels on it. 
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 An accurate map of your farm is a foundation piece in your GAP manual.  Without a clearly 

drawn map with your fields delineated, it will be difficult for you to prove to your auditors that you 

can provide a full traceback of your farmôs products. 

 Using a Google Map picture as a base for your Field map is pretty straightforward.  The steps 

are outlined for you below. 



3. Toggle on the satellite imagery by pressing the ñSatelliteò button.  The Satellite button is circled 

below.  Pressing it will bring up the aerial photography. 

4. Adjust the map to capture the fields you want by dragging them into view on the screen.  Then 

press the print screen button in the upper right hand corner on your keyboard.  Open the ñPaintò 

program on your computer.  You can find it in the Accessories folder.  ñPaintò is circled in the pic-

ture below. 
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
